The Liquor Licensing Division administers the Liquor Act 1992.
The Division consists of an Executive Director and three
operational units.
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A licence may be held by:

• a company or partnership (with an
individual as nominee)

OR

• a person over the age of 18 years
(with or without a nominee)

OR

• an incorporated association or club
(with an individual as nominee)

OR

• an individual on behalf of an
unincorporated association or club.

Any licensee may hold more than one
licence, but must have a separate
nominee for each premises.

A licensee for a vessel may have more
than one nominee, including any
masters who may be in charge of the
vessel at any time.

If an individual is holding a licence on
behalf of an unincorporated association
or club, and the association or club
becomes  incorporated, the licence must
be transferred into the name of the
incorporated club within three months.

Who can hold a licence?

Fit and proper person

The chief executive must consider
whether all persons involved in the
operation of the business are fit and
proper to hold a licence. This includes:

• the applicant for the licence

• any company directors or partners

• the nominee

• any person in a position of
authority in relation to the licence.

In deciding whether the person is fit and
proper the chief executive considers the
following:

1. whether the applicant has
demonstrated a knowledge and
understanding of the obligations
under the Act

2. whether the applicant is of good
repute with no history of behaviour
that would render them unsuitable
to hold a licence

3. whether the applicant
demonstrates a responsible
attitude to the management and
discharge of financial obligations.
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There are two application forms, one
specifically for club licences, and the
other for all other types of licences. Both
can be obtained from the Liquor
Licensing Division in Brisbane or any
regional office or from the division’s web
site at www.liquor.qld.gov.au.

How to apply for a new liquor licence

What happens after the application
is lodged?

Applications are processed by the
Licensing Administration Unit of the
Brisbane office. Each application form
requires certain attachments that must
accompany the application, including
the application schedule and public
interest submission. Failure to include
these attachments may result in the
application being returned to the
applicant, and the application  being
delayed.

Once an application for a liquor licence
has been accepted, there are a number
of steps before the application reaches
the approval stage. These steps are
outlined on the following pages, and
include:

1. Advertising

2. Objections

3. Interview

4. Determination

An avenue of appeal to the Liquor
Appeals Tribunal is available to the
applicant or objectors if they feel
aggrieved by the chief executive’s final
decision. Appeals cannot be lodged by
people (other than the applicant)
making public interest submissions only
(see page 10).
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It must be established to the chief
executive’s satisfaction that the
following applications are in the public
interest:

• new licence applications (excluding
club licences)

• extended trading hours on a regular
basis

• detached bottle shops.

Information in relation to public interest
must accompany the application
together with any supporting
documentation. The application will be
examined in relation to the following
areas:

• the number, distribution and
condition of existing premises in
the area

• the range and quality of services
these premises provide, or plan to
provide

• the current and proposed
population of the area

• the nature of the population living
in, holidaying in or passing through
the area, now and in the
foreseeable future, and their
respective expectations

• the likely health and social impact
that the grant of the application
would have on local residents and
subcommunities within the locality

• the magnitude, duration and
probability of the occurrence of
health and social impacts.

Public interest

The Liquor Licensing Division has
developed Guideline 38 to assist
applicants with the development of their
public interest assessment. Copies of
this guideline may be obtained by
visiting the division’s web site or by
contacting the division directly.

When the application is advertised (see
opposite page), members of the public
are entitled to lodge submissions which
may challenge or support the public
interest of the proposed application.

Public interest is not assessed for club
licences as they are not open to the
public.
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The following applications must be
advertised:

• all liquor licences (including club
licences)

• extended trading hours on a regular
basis

• detached bottle shops

• variations of licence

• adult entertainment permits.

Advertising is done at the expense of the
applicant, and consists of:

• advertising twice in a local
newspaper

• advertising once in the Government
Gazette

• displaying a sign on the premises.

The chief executive will advise the
applicant of:

• the dimensions of the sign

• the minimum print size

• the wording for the advertisements
and sign

• where the sign must be located for
a mandatory 28-day period.

Advertising of applications

The advertising and sign notify the
public of the type of application and the
proposed trading hours and conditions
of the application and will call for:

• any public objection

• any public interest submissions.

The chief executive may waive these
advertising requirements because of:

• the remote location of the premises

• advertising which has already taken
place for another purpose (e.g.
town planning) that substantially
complies with the requirements

• other special circumstances.
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Objections to the application may be
made by anyone over the age of 18 years
likely to be affected by the granting of
the application.

People may lodge objections if they
consider that the premises would unduly
disturb or inconvenience them in living,
working or doing business in the area.

A holder of an existing licence or a
member of the public is able to make a
submission as to whether the
application is in the public interest.
However, while the submission will be
taken into account by the chief
executive, no person making such a
submission will be invited to attend any
objections conference, or be eligible to
appeal the decision made by the chief
executive.

Petitions

A petition objecting to an advertised
application must contain the name of an
individual contact person on behalf of all
signatories. That person will be notified
of any conferences, decisions or
appeals, and any notification given to
that person is taken to be given to all
parties to the petition.

Objections

The conference

If objections are received a conference
will be held to hear the details of the
objection. If the applicant and objectors
reach agreement, the terms of the
agreement can be put in writing and
signed by all parties. If the terms of a
written agreement are within his powers,
the chief executive may make a ruling
consistent with the agreement.

Other agencies

The chief executive must also advise the
local authority and Assistant Police
Commissioner for the relevant locality
about the application.

Comments received relating to the
reasonable requirements or the amenity
of the locality from these two agencies
must be taken into consideration by the
chief executive.
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The interview

Applicants for the following applications
will be forwarded a copy of this guide,
and instructed to attend the nearest
divisional office for an interview and
completion of a questionnaire:

• new licences

• transfers of licence

• new nominees.

The interview is largely to determine
whether applicants understand their
obligations under the Liquor Act, and
contributes to the assessment of them
as fit and proper people to hold a
licence.

The decision

In deciding on the application, the chief
executive must note:

• local authority/police comments

• objections

• the suitability of the premises

• capability of the premises to
contain noise

• the impact of the licence on the
amenity of the area

• public interest submissions.

The final stages

If the chief executive approves the
application the licence may:

• take effect immediately; or

• be approved subject to completion
of certain minor requirements.

Licence document

If the licence is granted a licence
document will be issued. The
licence document will specify:

• type of licence held

• primary purpose of the
business

• licensee name

• nominee name (if applicable)

• name of the premises

• address of the premises

• licensed area description

• approved trading hours

• any prescribed trading
conditions.

If the licence document is lost or
destroyed an application should be
made for a duplicate. The licence
document should be kept on the
premises and be available for
inspection by investigators or
police on demand.
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The Liquor Appeals Tribunal consists of
a Chairperson, Deputy Chairperson and
a number of members all of whom are
appointed on a part-time basis. The
Tribunal hears and determines appeals
on decisions made by the chief
executive or delegate, including:

• the grant or refusal of an
application

• cancellation, suspension or
surrender of a licence or permit

• the renewal of an extended hours
permit

• the grant or refusal of an
authorisation

• the conditions imposed on a licence
or permit

• any other decision.

Who can lodge an appeal?

Appeals can only be made by persons
party to the decisionparty to the decisionparty to the decisionparty to the decisionparty to the decision and who are
aggrieved by the decision, for example,
public objectors.

When do appeals have to be
lodged?

Appeals must be filed with the Registrar
of the Tribunal within 28 days of
receiving written notification of the
decision.

Liquor Appeals Tribunal

Do I require legal counsel at an
appeal?

The Tribunal has the discretion to
determine when legal counsel is allowed
at hearings. Agents are not allowed to
represent appellants in lieu of legal
counsel. In considering requests for
legal counsel, the Tribunal considers the
likelihood of complex questions of law
arising or any disadvantage to any party.

Appeals without hearing

An appellant can request that the
Tribunal consider an appeal without
holding a hearing, relying instead on the
written evidence.

All parties to the appeal must consent to
this process.

Deciding an appeal

The Tribunal has the power to:

• dismiss the appeal and confirm the
chief executive’s decision

• allow the appeal and set aside the
previous decision

• determine to correct any injustice or
adverse effect it perceives the
decision to have caused

• refer the matter back to the chief
executive with appropriate
directions.
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General licence

Primary purpose

The sale and supply of liquor for
consumption on, or on and off the
premises and the provision of meals and
accommodation as required

Liquor may be sold or supplied to:

• patrons for consumption on the
premises during approved trading
hours

• patrons to take away from the
premises up to 12 midnight

• residents and guests of residents
for consumption on the premises at
any time. Outside approved trading
hours, consumption must be in an
approved area, for example a
resident’s unit.

Detached bottle shops

General licence holders may obtain
approval to operate detached bottle
shops away from the main premises. For
more details on detached bottle shops,
see page 26.

Licence types

Premiums

Successful applicants for general
licences are required to pay a premium
for the licence.

The chief executive will determine the
premium having regard to:

• the extent and nature of the locality
where the licence is to be situated

• the nature of the business to be
conducted, its size and the number
of liquor outlets or bars

• premiums paid for similar licences
in similar localities.

Amendments to the Liquor Act mean
that premiums will be abolished after
1 July 2002. Please contact the Liquor
Licensing Division for further
information.

Additional privileges

Holders of general licences may also
apply for approval to cater for private
functions away from the premises. If
such approval is granted, it will be
endorsed on the licence document.
Catering for public events away from the
licensed premises will require a separate
catering away permit (see page 22).

Examples of general licence

• Hotels

• Taverns.
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On-premises licences
There is a diverse range of on-premises
licences, each with a different primary
purpose as outlined below.

Functions

Primary purpose

Providing catering for functions on the
premises

Liquor may only be sold or supplied:

• to persons attending a bona fide
function on the premises

• for consumption on the premises.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (functions)
licences may also apply for approval to
cater for private functions away from the
premises. If such approval is granted, it
will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from licensed premises will require
a separate catering away permit (see
page 22).

Example of on-premises (functions)
licence

• Function rooms

• Reception lounges.

Licence types

Cabarets

Primary purpose

Between 10am and 5pm – the provision
of meals

Between 5pm and 3am – the provision of
entertainment

Liquor may be sold or supplied to:

• between 10am and 5pm – diners
and non-diners as long as the
provision of meals is the primary
purpose.

• 5pm to 3am— meals are not
required, entertainment must be
provided (entertainment does not
include pool tables or jukeboxes).

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (cabaret)
licences may also apply for approval to
cater for private functions on or away
from the premises. If such approvals are
granted, they will be endorsed on the
licence document.  Catering for public
events away from the licensed premises
will require a separate catering away
permit (see page 22).

Example of on-premises (cabaret)
licence

• Night club.
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Meals

Primary purpose

Provision of meals

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• for consumption on the premises to
diners and non-diners as long as
the primary purpose of the
provision of meals is complied with.

• to diners to take home—one bottle
of wine opened and served with the
meal and one sealed bottle of wine
to consume elsewhere.

The preparation of meals must involve
value adding to the food comprising the
meal and not merely re-heating a
purchased product.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (meals) licences
may also apply for approval to cater for
private functions on or away from the
premises. If such approvals are granted,
they will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from the licensed premises will
require a separate catering away permit
(see page 22).

Patrons may BYO their liquor, but this is
solely at the discretion of the licensee,
and no further approval or endorsement
is required.

Example of on-premises (meals) licence

• Restaurant.

Transport

Primary purpose

Aircraft, boats, trains or vessels for
commercial carrying of passengers

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• for consumption on the premises to
passengers for one hour before a
journey, during that  journey and for
30 minutes after completion of the
journey.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (transport)
licences may also apply for approval to
cater for private functions away from the
premises. If such approval is granted, it
will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from the licensed premises will
require a separate catering away permit
(see page 22).

Licence types
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Presentations

Primary purpose

Sporting, cultural, theatrical or
cinematographic presentations

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• for consumption on the premises to
patrons for one hour before the
presentation, during any
intermission and for one hour after
completion of the event.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (presentations)
licences may also apply for approval to
cater for private functions away from the
premises. If such approval is granted, it
will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from the licensed premises will
require a separate catering away permit
(see page 22).

Example of on-premises
(presentations) licence

• Entertainment centres

• Theatres

• Movie cinemas.

Licence types

Tourist

Primary purpose

Provide entertainment or visual
instruction to tourists on premises
developed as a tourist attraction

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• to patrons attending the attraction
from designated liquor outlets for
consumption in those defined areas
only.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (tourist) licences
may also apply for approval to cater for
private functions on or away from the
premises. If such approval is granted, it
will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from the licensed premises will
require a separate catering away permit
(see page 22).

Example of on-premises (tourist)
licence

• Theme parks such as Movie World
and Sea World.
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Food and beverage training

Primary purpose

Provision of training or educational
programs relating to the preparation and
service of food and beverages

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• for consumption on the premises in
the course of providing training in
the food and beverage/hospitality
industry.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (food and
beverage training) licences may also
apply for approval to cater for private
functions away from the premises. If
such approval is granted, it will be
endorsed on the licence document.
Catering for public events away from the
licensed premises will require a separate
catering away permit (see page 22).

Example of on-premises (food and
beverage training) licence

• TAFEs

• Hospitality colleges.

Licence types

Other activity

Primary purpose

Any other activity or purpose approved
by the chief executive

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• in accordance with the conditions
specified by the chief executive.

An on-premises (other activity) licence
may only be approved if none of the
other on-premises categories or other
licence types apply and the business is
considered appropriate for licensing.

Additional privileges

Holders of on-premises (other activity)
licences may also apply for approval to
cater for private functions on or away
from the licensed premises. The function
must relate to an activity as specified in
the licence. If such approval is granted,
it will be endorsed on the licence
document. Catering for public events
away from the licensed premises will
require a separate catering away permit
(see page 22).

Example of on-premises (other activity)
licence

• Privately operated squash clubs

• Indoor cricket centres.
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Producer/wholesaler licence

Primary purpose

Producing liquor for wholesale supply or
supplying liquor wholesale.

Liquor may be sold or supplied
wholesale to:

• a licensee or permit holder

• persons authorised by another
state or territory, the
Commonwealth or another country
for the sale and supply of liquor

• someone exempt from holding a
licence in Queensland or another
state or territory, e.g. military
canteens

• a person who purchases the liquor
for export or for sale in a duty free
store

• a person who purchases the liquor
for consumption on ships or aircraft
on international journeys

• a person who purchases the liquor
for offical use at Government House
or foreign embassies and
consulates

• a person who purchases the liquor
for a religious entity for
sacramental purposes

• for sampling or promotional
purposes or to staff (up to
2.5 per cent of total sales).

Licence types

Producers may sell or supply liquor for
consumption on the premises to:

• persons eating a meal prepared,
served and eaten on the premises

• a visitor, if the sale is a souvenir of
the visit.

Example of producer/wholesaler
licence

• Brewery

• Spirit merchant

• Liquor wholesaler.
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Residential licence

Primary purpose

The provision of accommodation

Liquor may be sold or supplied to:

• residents and guests of residents at
any time. Outside approved trading
hours, consumption must be in a
resident’s unit or other approved
area

• residents to take away from the
premises (up to nine litres per day)

• members of the public in a
restaurant or public dining area, as
long as the primary purpose of the
business in this area is the
provision of meals. The preparation
of meals must involve value adding
to the food and not merely re-
heating a purchased product.

Licence types

Additional privileges

Holders of residential licences may also
apply for approval to cater for private
functions on or away from the premises.
If such approval is granted, it will be
endorsed on the licence document.
Catering for public events away from the
licensed premises will require a separate
catering away permit (see page 22).

Holders of residential licences may also
apply for approval to sell take away
liquor to owners or operators of boats
using adjacent marina facilities. If such
approval is granted, it will be endorsed
on the licence document.

Example of residential licence

• Motels

• Resorts

• Guest houses.
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Club licence

Primary purpose

Provision of facilities and services to the
club’s members and the achievement of
the club’s objects

Liquor may be sold or supplied for
consumption on the premises to:

• members

• a guest of a member

• members of another club with
formal reciprocal rights

• applicants for membership (for 30
days after the application is lodged)

• people who live at least a 15
kilometre journey from the club

• visiting sporting teams and genuine
officials attending a sports club

• visitors who pay to play the club’s
sport, e.g. golf at a golf club

• people attending a function
conducted by the club that is not
the business of the club, e.g. stage
show

• people attending a function held by
a private person or company, e.g.
wedding.

• Defence Force members (at RSL &
Services Clubs only, if the club rules
allow).

Licence types

Liquor may be sold for takeaway
purposes to:

• members

• members of another club with
formal reciprocal rights

• visiting sporting teams and genuine
officials attending a sports club

• visitors who pay to play the club’s
sport, e.g. golf at a golf club.

Additional privileges

Clubs may also apply  to have another
sporting field to which the club has a
legal right to occupy included in the
licence. This approval will allow the club
to sell liquor at any fixtures or training
that may be conducted at the other
sporting field from time to time.

Obligations

Two registers must be maintained at the
club:

• a register of members with
subscription details

• a register of all visitors to the club.

These registers must be available for
inspection at any time.

Example of club licence

• Sporting clubs

• RSL clubs

• Ethnic clubs.
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Special facility licence

Only available for:

Premises, facility or presentation that
provides enlightenment, entertainment
or services to the public, or forms part of
the tourist development of the state

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• in accordance with the specific
conditions set out in the licence
document.

Premiums

Successful applicants for special facility
licences are required to pay a premium
for the licence.

See ‘General licences’ (page 11) for
further details on premiums.

Example of special facility licence

• Casinos

• Cultural and entertainment centres

• Tourist developments (i.e.
Sanctuary Cove, Royal Pines
Resort).

Limited licence

Primary purpose

Sale and supply of liquor ancillary to
some other service or event.

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• in accordance with the specific
conditions set out in the licence
document.

Example of limited licence

• Caterer

• Mining canteen

• Restaurant selling liqueur coffees
only

• Florists/gift baskets.

Licence types
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Ordinary trading hours

All licences

10 a.m. to 12 midnight,
Monday to Sunday.

Exceptions

On-premises (cabaret)

Monday to Sunday
10 a.m. to 5 p.m. with meals
5 p.m. to 3 a.m. without meals

On-premises (transport)

One hour before commencement of the
journey, during the journey and for
30 minutes after termination of the
journey.

Limited and special facility licenses

In accordance with trading hours
prescribed in the licence document.

On-premises (presentations)

One hour before the presentation,
during intermission and for one hour
after the presentation ends. Not before
10 a.m. unless after a performance that
finishes after 12 midnight.

Producer/wholesaler

Wholesalers - as permitted by the
Trading (Allowable Hours) Act 1990.

Producers — between 7 a.m. and
12 midnight as approved by the chief
executive.

Special days

Christmas Day

Not after midnight the night before
(3 a.m. for cabarets), then normal
trading hours only in conjunction with a
meal.

Good Friday

Same as Christmas Day.

Anzac Day

Before 1 p.m. — same as Christmas Day.
After 1 p.m. — normal trading.

New Year’s Eve

All licences may trade to 2 a.m. as of
right.
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Restricted club permit
A restricted club permit is issued for
small unlicensed clubs that wish to trade
for up to 21 hours a week.

Trading hours are nominated by the club
and endorsed on the permit. These
hours are not transferrable. An
additional ten hours per month may be
approved for special occasions such as
trophy nights.

The permit can be issued for a minimum
of three months and a maximum of
12 months, and the cost of the permit
depends on the number of months, and
on the number of trading hours per
week.

Liquor may be sold or supplied for
consumption on the premises to:

• members

• members of another club with
formal reciprocal rights

• guests of a member or reciprocal
member, in the member’s company.

Obligations

Two registers must be maintained at the
club:

• a register of members with
subscription details

• a register of all members of
reciprocal clubs or guests who
visit the club.

Permit types

General purpose permit
A general purpose permit is issued for
unlicensed organisations and clubs that
wish to trade on one-off or irregular
occasions, such as fetes, festivals,
booths at sporting matches and balls.
A permit will not be issued for personal
gain.

Trading hours are generally between
10 a.m. and 12 midnight in line with the
hours of the event. Any application for
trading outside these hours must must must must must be
accompanied by the consent of the
police in the relevant locality.

Liquor may be sold or supplied:

• for consumption at the event within
a defined area, or for consumption
away from the event if the permit so
specifies.

If the event will be held on council land,
(e.g. a local park) the application must
be accompanied by local authority
approval.

Applications should be lodged at least
21 days prior to the day of the event.
They should be lodged at the
department office in the locality of the
event, or at the Brisbane head office for
events in the Brisbane metropolitan
region. If approved, the permit must be
available for inspection on demand by
an investigator or police officer.
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Catering away permit
This permit is only available to the
holders of a:

• general licence

• residential licence

• on-premises licence

• limited licence

who have an endorsement on their
licence allowing them to cater for private
functions away from the main premises.

Licensees with a catering away
endorsement may cater for private
events or functions (e.g. boardroom
lunch, 21st birthday) without further
reference to the Division. However, to
cater for a public event, the licensee will
need to obtain a catering away permit
for each event.

The licensee will need to provide a
management plan for the event,
showing consultation with police and
local government (where appropriate).
The chief executive will need to be
satisfied that:

• the event will not unduly disturb
local residents

• the licensee will comply with the
primary purpose of the licence

• the event will not create an unsafe
or unhealthy environment for
patrons or employees.

The permit application must be lodged
21 days prior to the event.

Permits

Extended hours permits
If a licensee wishes to extend ordinary
trading hours, a permit is required. Two
types are available:

• permit for a particular one-off
occasion

• permit on a regular basis.

No extended hours will be granted for
trading on Anzac Day before 1 p.m., or
for Christmas Day and Good Friday.

Permits for one-off occasions

The application must be lodged at least
21 days prior to the occasion, and a copy
of the application must be lodged with
the police in the locality of the premises,
for comment.

If approved, a permit will be posted to
the licensee. This permit must be
available for inspection if requested by
an investigator or police officer.

Permits on a regular basis

Applications to extend trading on a
regular basis must:

• demonstrate that the extension is in
the interests of the public

• advertise to call for any objections
or public submissions

• be subject to consideration by
police and local government in the
relevant locality

• be unlikely to adversely affect the
amenity of the locality.
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Public interest, advertising and
objection requirements are further
detailed on pages 6 to 8.

If trading is requested for after 2 a.m.,
the chief executive must also consider:

• the purpose of the extension

• the ability of the licensee to
conduct the business

• the ability of the licensee to control
noise and patron behaviour

• the suitability of the establishment
and its facilities.

If approved, the permanent extended
hours will be endorsed on your licence
document. The document must be
available for inspection if requested by
an Investigator or police officer.

Trading after 3 a.m.

Extended trading will only be granted
after 3 a.m. for a period of six months,
renewable each March and September.

In considering the renewal of late
trading approvals, the chief executive
must request police and local
government comments and consider
their concerns and the impact on the
amenity of the locality during the
previous period of late trading.

If an application for renewal of late
trading is not processed by the expiry
date of the previous permit, the
premises must revert back to ordinary
trading hours.

If an applicant is aggrieved by the
decision of the chief executive to refuse
an application/renewal, there are
avenues of appeal through the Liquor
Appeals Tribunal (see Page 10).

If trading after 3 a.m. is approved, your
licence document will be endorsed with
the extended hours. The document must
be available for inspection if requested
by an Investigator or police officer.

Permit enquiries can be made to the
Licensing Administration Unit on (07)
3224 7131.
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Adult entertainment permits
An adult entertainment permit is
required if liquor licensees or permit
holders wish to conduct sexually explicit
entertainment. This entertainment is
regulated under the Liquor Act, and may
only be conducted on premises to which
a licence or permit relates.

Permits can be issued for one-off
occasions, or for an ongoing period up
to twelve months. Only six one-off
permits may be granted for any
premises per year. An annual permit is
required if you wish to conduct sexually
explicit entertainment more regularly
than this.

What is sexually explicit
entertainment?

The restrictions on activities allowed
under an adult entertainment permit are
detailed in a code. Compliance with the
Adult Entertainment Code is a condition
of the permit, and breaches of the code
will be pursued under the Liquor Act and
other relevant legislation.

Not all activities that might be
considered ‘adult entertainment’ need a
permit. You should check with the Liquor
Licensing Division to ascertain if
activities you are considering
conducting will require a permit.

Permits

Application process

Applications for these permits will take
at least two months to process,
regardless of whether they are
applications for one-off or annual
permits. Investigations must be
undertaken into all parties involved in
the application, including the operator,
nominated controllers, and associates.
The division will consult with the
Prostitution Licensing Authority, police
and the local authority about the
application, and licensing officers will
conduct site inspections to ensure that
the premises is suitable for the permit.

A management plan must be lodged
with the application.

Advertising

Initial annual permit applications must
be advertised, notifying the public of the
application and the grounds for
objection.

Subsequent annual permits, and
applications for one-off permits, may
require advertising.
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Permits

Trading restrictions

• Signs must advise patrons that
adult entertainment is being
conducted in the area and that
minors are not permitted to enter
the area.

• There are restrictions on advertising
the entertainment, including size
restrictions, restrictions on
descriptions of the acts performed
in the entertainment, and a
prohibition on advertising in
electronic media or using graphics
or photographs in print media.
Spruiking or touting is not
permitted on or near the premises.

• A daily register must be maintained
detailing the names of the
appointed controllers and their
hours of duty.

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Detached bottle shops

A holder of a general licence may also
apply for authority to sell liquor for take
away only from a premises away from
the main hotel premises. This authority
is granted under Section 59(1)(d) of the
Liquor Act, and the other premises is
known as a detached bottle shop.

Trading hours

Take away liquor may be served at any
time from Monday to Sunday, between
the hours of 10 a.m. to 12 midnight. It
should be noted, however, that many
detached bottle shops are located within
community shopping centres, and are
therefore subject to the opening times of
the centre.

If earlier trading is required to suit the
shopping centre hours, a separate
application must be lodged.

No trading is permitted on Good Friday,
Christmas Day, or before 1 p.m. on Anzac
Day.

Eligibility

To be eligible for approval, a detached
bottle shop must:

• be not more than 10km by road
from the main hotel (unless it is in a
remote area, unserviced by other
take away facilities)

• be operated by the licensee of the
main hotel

• have a floor area of not more than
150m2

• have no direct access from any
other business

• have no drive-through facility.

The chief executive must be satisfied
that:

• the licensee of the main hotel
premises has sole right of
occupancy of the bottle shop
premises

• the licensee of the main hotel
premises will derive the financial
benefit from the bottle shop

• the licensee’s principal place of
business will remain the main hotel

• the licensee has not requested
exclusivity to conduct a bottle shop
at the shopping centre in the
tenancy agreement.
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Detached bottle shops

Trading conditions

• Liquor may be sold to the general
public for take away purposes.

• Liquor may be supplied free of
charge to the general public for
consumption on the premises as a
promotional sample only.

• The bottle shop must trade under
the same trading name as the main
hotel.

• A maximum of three detached
bottle shops may be operated by
one main hotel.

• If the bottle shop does not
commence trading within 60 days
of the approval date, the approval
will lapse and a new application will
be required.

• The licensee must apply to change
the licensed area if the right to
occupy the bottle shop ends.

Relocation

A licensee may apply to relocate an
approved detached bottle shop within
the same shopping precinct. However, if
the relocated shop will service a new or
different customer base or if a new
group of residents may be affected by
the relocation, the chief executive can
request that a new application for
detached bottle shop be lodged.

Transfer

If one licensee holding a general licence
sells a bottle shop to another licensee
holding a general licence they may make
joint application to the chief executive
for approval of a transfer.

Requirements for detached bottle
shop applications

1. Original licence document.

2. Application form and fee.

3. Public interest assessment.

4. Application for registration of
financial interest in the bottle shop
premises.

Applications for detached bottle shops
must be advertised, similar to new
licence applications. They take at least
3–4 months to process, longer if there
are public objections.

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When a licensee is relinquishing his/her
interest in the business to another party
it is necessary for an application for
transfer of the licence to be lodged with
the Liquor Licensing Division in
Brisbane.

The new business operator has no
authority to sell and supply liquor until a
transfer is approved and the applicant
has become licensee. All transfer
application requirements should be
lodged with the division as soon as
possible, as it may take four to six
weeks to establish whether the
applicant is a fit and proper person to
hold a licence, through such avenues as
criminal history checks, and reports on
previous conduct as licensee if
applicable.

Transfer applicants must attend an
interview in Brisbane or at a division
regional office to complete a
questionnaire which tests their
knowledge of their responsibilities
under the Liquor Act.

The transfer of the licence will not be
granted unless the applicant (and
nominee if applicable) has
demonstrated a satisfactory knowledge
of obligations under the Act.

Transferring a licence

The outgoing licensee must maintain
complete control of the premises until
the application has been decided,
although it is recognised that this is not
always possible.

The outgoing licensee may be granted a
discharge from responsibilities prior to
the transfer reaching the approval stage
if the chief executive considers it
appropriate. It is important to note,
however, that under these
circumstances, the chief executive is
empowered to suspend the licence until
such time as the transfer is approved
and an authorised licensee is in charge.

Clubs

Club licences may only be transferred to
another club which has taken over the
premises to conduct its own business,
e.g. the mens bowls club is taken over
by the ladies bowls club.

On-premises (transport)

In the case of transfers involving
licensed vessels, masters in charge of
the navigation of the vessel may also be
named as nominees. Multiple masters
may be nominated.
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Other transfers

In cases where:

• the licensee operator has left the
business

• the licensee has died

• the licensee is bankrupt

• receivers and managers or
administrators are appointed

• the mortgagee takes possession

the new business operators must be
authorised to continue business. If an
application for an authority to trade is
not made within seven days of assuming
control, the business is considered
unlicensed.

Transferring a licence

Transfer requirements

1. Original licence document.

2. Application form and fee.

3. Application schedule.

4. Application for registration of
financial interest in the premises.

5. Payment of any outstanding fees.

If the transfer is to a company:

6. Company details including
Certificate of Registration of the
Company.

7. Notification of current office holders
or a current copy of the company
extract.

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Changing a nominee
An application must be lodged with the
division if the nominee of a licensed
premises is changing. It is important
that all paperwork is lodged as soon as
possible as it may take four to six weeks
to obtain sufficient information to
establish whether the new nominee is a
fit and proper person to hold a licence.

Proposed nominees must attend an
interview in Brisbane or at a division
regional office to complete a
questionnaire which tests their
knowledge of their responsibilities
under the Liquor Act.

The application will not be granted
unless the proposed nominee has
demonstrated a satisfactory knowledge
of obligations under the Act.

The outgoing nominee must maintain
complete control of the premises until
the application has been decided,
although it is recognised that this is not
always possible.

The outgoing nominee may be granted a
discharge from responsibilities prior to
the application reaching the approval
stage if the chief executive considers it
appropriate. It is important to note,
however, that under these
circumstances, the chief executive is
empowered to suspend the licence until
such time as the application is approved
and an authorised nominee is in charge.

Miscellaneous applications

Requirements

1. Original licence document.

2. Application form and fee.

3. Application schedule.

4. Advice of any change in licensee
company details.

Registration of financial interest
There is an obligation on an owner,
mortgagee or secured creditor to
register their interest in a licensed
premises within 28 days of acquiring the
interest. Registration will ensure copies
of any orders, requisitions and show
cause notices are forwarded to
registered parties to keep them fully
informed.

Evidence of a financial interest must
accompany the application for
registration, such as contracts, lease
agreements, mortgage documents etc.
After registration, the division must be
advised of

• any change of address of the party
holding the interest

• the cessation of the interest.

Requirements

1. Application form and fee.

2. Documentary evidence of interest.
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Leave of absence
A licensee must not be absent from the
business for longer than 28 days. Prior
approval from the chief executive,
nominating someone to operate the
business, must be sought for any
extended absence.

Without an approved licensee or
nominee, or other person approved
during a leave of absence, the chief
executive may order the premises to
close forthwith and remain closed until
such time as the licensee returns.

Requirements

1. Completed application form.

Change of company details
The chief executive must be advised of
any change in beneficial ownership of a
company holding a liquor licence. All
persons acquiring a beneficial interest in
the licence are subject to scrutiny as to
their suitability to conduct the
establishment.

Requirements

1. Written application.

2. Application schedule showing new
parties.

3. Notification of Current Office
Holders or current copy of company
extract.

Miscellaneous applications

Change of name of premises
Any change in trading name requires
prior approval from the chief  executive,
and must not contradict the primary
purpose of the licence.

Requirements

1. Written application and fee

2. Original licence document

3. A copy of the new Certificate of
Registration of Business Name

Conduct of other business
A licensee must apply for permission to
conduct a business on the licensed
premises other than that authorised by
the licence.

Permission may be granted for such
businesses as selling newspapers,
renting videos etc.

‘Another business’ does not include the
operation of a TAB or approved gaming
machines.

Requirements

1. Written application and fee.
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Alter, rebuild or change the
premises
Alterations, rebuilding or changing the
licensed premises cannot be undertaken
without the prior approval of the chief
executive. This is to ensure that changes
are suitable for licensing and that the
licensee does not incur additional costs
to modify work after it has been
completed.

If the alterations are suitable, the chief
executive will approve the work subject
to completion in accordance with the
approved plans. When the work is
completed, you must lodge a Statement
of Completed Works. Until such time as
this statement is lodged and the chief
executive issues a final approval, no
trading may take place in any new area.

Requirements

1. Application form and fee.

2. Two copies of sketch plans (scale
1:100) showing the changes.

3. A site plan showing the location of
any existing and new areas and any
neighbouring premises.

4. Evidence of building approval
from the local authority.

5. Documentation relating to local
authority classification, fire and
safety and food and hygiene.

Miscellaneous applications

Change the licensed area
Sometimes the licensed area can change
without any structural alterations taking
place, e.g. where the licensee wishes to
add a footpath dining area, or remove a
function room. An application to change
the licensed area, either by an increase
or decrease, will be necessary. Changes
to licensed areas may be granted on a
temporary or permanent basis.

Again, no trading may take place in any
new area until the chief executive has
approved the application.

Requirements — permanent change

1. Application form and fee.

2. Two copies of sketch plans (scale
1:100).

3. A site plan showing the location of
any existing and new areas and any
neighbouring premises.

4. Evidence that the use of any new
area is a permitted use under the
local authority town plan.

Requirements — temporary change

1. Application form and fee.

2. Sketch plan showing the location of
any existing and new areas.

3. Police consent to the temporary
change.
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Searches
The Register of Licences and Permits
may be searched by members of the
public upon payment of a fee.

Searches should be requested in writing.

Details available from the Register

1. Name of premises.

2. Address and licensed area
description.

3. Trading hours.

4. Trading conditions.

5. Name of licensee and nominee (if
applicable).

6. Details of any orders or directions
issued to the licensee.

7. Details of registered financial
interests in the premises.

To release details concerning orders,
written authorisation from a person who
has a financial interest in the
establishment will be required.

Miscellaneous applications

Duplicate licence or permit
If a licence document or permit is lost or
destroyed, the licensee must apply for a
duplicate document.

Requirements

1. Statutory declaration outlining how
the document was lost or
destroyed.

2. Application fee.

Endorsement of condition
A licensee may apply to have a condition
endorsed on their licence, or to vary an
existing condition.

Requirements

1. Application form and fee.

2. Other items may be required
depending on the nature of the
application.

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Powers of investigators

Entry and evidence

An investigator may enter, search and
also take evidence from any place if:

• the occupier of the place consents

OR

• an appropriate warrant has been
issued

OROROROROR

• the place is open to the public

OROROROROR

• premises is licensed and open for
business ororororor the investigator
suspects an offence is being
committed.

Noise

If a noise nuisance is substantiated, an
investigator may:

• request the noise be diminished

OROROROROR

• request the noise cease
immediately

OROROROROR

• close the premises for the
remainder of the night

OROROROROR

• prohibit amplification of music.

Investigations

General powers

Investigators have the power to:

• require a licensee to produce their
licence document

• take extracts from or copy
document

• seize liquor that has been sold or
consumed in contravention of the
Act

• (if a police officer) arrest a person
contravening the Act.

Name, address and age

An investigator has the power to require
the name and address or age of any
person suspected of committing an
offence against the Act, or where the
investigator believes the information is
relevant to the administration of the Act.

Investigation types
The Division conducts a range of routine
and specific investigations, including:

• underage drinking

• intoxication and irresponsible
hospitality practices

• financial

• primary purpose

• illegal sales.
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Complaints
Investigators also undertake
investigations in relation to specific
complaints. Members of the public may
lodge complaints with the Division if
they are annoyed or disturbed by:

• noise emanating from licensed
premises, including noise from
entertainment, motors, patrons etc

• patron behaviour either inside the
premises or in the vicinity of the
premises

• illegal trading.

Complaints should be lodged in writing,
and are treated as confidential unless
otherwise requested.

Noise

Excessive noise is one of the major
sources of complaints to the Liquor
Licensing Division.

The chief executive may impose
conditions at the time of granting a new
licence, (or in response to complaints
received), if a premises is considered
unable to sufficiently contain noise
levels.

Investigations

The criteria for imposing conditions are:

• If no entertainment is to be
conducted, or no acoustic report is
submitted, the licence will specify a
condition limiting the source level
of noise to 75dB(C).

• If an accoustic report indicates the
premises can contain a specified
noise level, a condition will limit
any noise source to this level.

All premises operating under an on-
premises (cabaret) licence must be
soundproofed to contain an internal
source level of 110dB(A).

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Sale of liquor from licensed
premises only
Liquor may only be sold from premises
to which either a permit or licence
relates. The licensed area description on
the licence or permit document
designates the extent of the area for the
sale of liquor.

Maximum penalties

• First offence — $37 500

• Second offence — $52 500 or
six months

• Third offence — $75 000 or
18 months

Liquor prohibited to certain
persons
Liquor is not permitted to be sold or
supplied to or consumed by

• minors

• intoxicated persons

on or near licensed premises.

Maximum penalties

• Licensee/nominee/manager —
$18 750

• Staff/other people — $3000

• Minors — $1875

General offences

Suspension of licence for offences

If a licensee is breached twice in two
years for offences concerning minors or
intoxicated patrons, the licence will be
automatically suspended for two
months or until the chief executive
orders otherwise.

Details to be displayed on
licensed premises
Every licensee must display on a
conspicuous part of the premises in
letters at least 15-millimetres high:

• name of licensee and nominee
(if any)

• name of premises

• nature of the business

• permitted trading hours (including
extended trading hours).

Maximum     penalty — $1875.

Producer/wholesalers must keep on the
premises details of all liquor sold or
otherwise disposed of.

Maximum penalty — $26 250.

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Record Keeping

Until 1997, all licensees were required to
maintain detailed records about all
liquor purchased (for retail licensees)
and sold (for wholesale licensees).

In 1997, a High Court decision led to the
abolition of licence fees. As a result, it
was no longer necessary for retail
licensees to record their liquor
purchases.

There is still a vital need for data about
liquor sales, to assist health and drug
agencies in planning community
strategies, and to assist the government
in liquor policy development. Therefore,
producer/wholesalers are still required
to maintain their records of liquor sales,
and submit an annual return from those
records.

There is also still an annual fee payable
for producer/wholesaler licences of
$600.

Required records
All producer wholesaler licensees must
submit their returns by 21 July each year.

The returns must show all liquor sold to:

• individual licensees

• permittees

• people exempt from holding a
licence under the Act

• unlicensed people

• interstate or for export.

The sales must be broken down into a
number of categories:

• low, medium and heavy strength
beer

• fortified and non-fortified wine,
further broken down as to whether
it was sold by the bottle, cask or in
bulk

• regular and pre-mixed spirits

• alcoholic sodas and ciders.

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Minors on licensed premises
Liquor may not be sold or supplied to or
permitted to be consumed by a minor on
licensed premises or at a place adjacent
to licensed premises. There is an
obligation on the person in charge to
remove all minors from the premises.  If
minors are found on the premises the
licensee, nominee, employee and/or
security staff may be fined.

The only times when a minor is allowed
on licensed premises are if the minor:

• lives on the premises

• is an employee, or receiving work
experience or training

• is attending a function, e.g. a
wedding

• is eating a meal on the premises

• is accompanied by a responsible
adult.

In the case of on-premises (cabaret)
premises, minors are not permitted at all
on the premises after 5pm unless the
premises is not being used for cabaret
entertainment, and then only in
accordance with the above conditions.

In the case of clubs, minors are
permitted on the premises as long as
their presence does not contravene the
club’s constitution.

Underage drinking

Who is a responsible adult?
A responsible adult in relation to a minor
is any of the following:

• a parent

• a step-parent or guardian

• an adult who has parental rights,
duties and responsibilities in
relation to the minor whilst the
minor is on licensed premises or in
a public place.

False representation of age
It is an offence for a person to falsely
represent themselves to be 18 years old
with the intent of entering licensed
premises or being supplied liquor. It is a
requirement of the Liquor Act to
confiscate fake or fraudulent
identification and for this
documentation to be forwarded to the
division. Action may also be taken
against a person supplying false
evidence, (e.g. another person’s birth
certificate), with the intent of obtaining
a document that is acceptable proof of
age.

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Acceptable proof of age
Only four forms of photographic ID
represent acceptable proof of age:

(1) a proof of age card issued by
relevant authorities in each state or
territory

(2) a proof of age card issued by
another entity approved in writing
by the chief executive

(3) a drivers licence issued by relevant
authorities in each state or territory

(4) an Australian or foreign
passport.

The Australian ID Checking Guide,
published by the Queensland Liquor
Licensing Division, details the actual
cards and licences issued by each state
and territory, including Keypass, the only
card so far approved under category (2).

Underage drinking

Card 18+
The proof of age card issued in
Queensland is Card 18+, which can be
obtained from Queensland Transport
Driver Licence Issuing Centres across the
state. People experiencing difficulties in
accessing a centre can request a ‘remote
area pack’.....

Since August 1991, over 140 000 cards
have been issued throughout
Queensland.

Offence Penalty

Licensee supplying liquor to a minor $18 750

Minor falsely representing self to be over 18 for a wrongful purpose $1 875

Person other than licensee supplying liquor to a minor $3 000

Licensee not ensuring there are no minors on premises $7 500

Minor in possession of/consuming liquor on licensed premises $1 875

Producing another person’s or a false proof of age card $1 875

Allowing another person to use own proof of age card $3 000

Making and supplying false evidence of age - minor $1 875

-  other person $3 000
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Responsible service of alcohol

Definition of intoxication
The Liquor Act defines undue
intoxication as:

a state of being in which a person’s
mental and physical faculties are
impaired because of consumption of
liquor so as to diminish the person’s
ability to think and act in a way in
which an ordinary prudent person in
full possession of his or her faculties,
and using reasonable care, would act
in like circumstances.

Behavioural signs
There are several signs which, in
combination, may indicate that a person
has had too much to drink. These signs
include:

• mood changes

• slurring or mistakes in speech

• raised speaking voice

• clumsiness, fumbling with change

• loss of balance or co-ordination,
swaying or staggering

• confusion, lack of ability to hear or
respond.

Refusal of service
Licensees and their staff do not commit
an offence if an intoxicated person is on
their premises, although the intoxicated
person does. Licensees and their staff
do commit an offence if they sell or
supply liquor to unduly intoxicated or
disorderly patrons.

While staff of licensed premises may
refuse service to patrons at any time
(e.g. where a patron does not meet
management’s dress regulations), they
must refuse service to patrons who are
intoxicated.

Service is essentially refused to patrons
for the following reasons:

• safety of the patron

• safety of others

• provisions of the Liquor Act

• civil liability.

Enquiries regarding responsible service
of alcohol can be directed to Industry
Development Unit on (07) 3224 8076.
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The Liquor Regulation 1992 places
obligations on licensees and permit
holders with respect to the responsible
sale and promotion of liquor.

1. The holder of a licence or permit
must behave responsibly in the
service, supply and promotion of
liquor.

2. The holder must not engage in a
practice or promotion     that may
encourage rapid or excessive
consumption of liquor.

E.g., promoting drinks known as
‘laybacks’, ‘shooters’, ‘test tubes’
etc.

E.g., promoting ‘free drinks for two
hours’, ‘three drinks for the price of
one’, ‘all you can drink for $10’ etc .

3. The holder must engage in
practices and promotions     that
encourage the responsible
consumption of liquor.

E.g., promoting consumption of
light or low alcohol drinks.

E.g., serving food with drinks to
slow the rate of consumption of
drinks and the absorption of
alcohol.

E.g., supplying liquor in standard or
recognisable quantities.

E.g., serving half measures of
spirits on request.

Responsible hospitality regulations

4. The holder must provide and
maintain a safe environment     in and
around the licensed premises.

E.g., arranging the supply and
convenient positioning of public
telephones displaying taxi and
emergency numbers.

E.g., providing lighting outside the
external doors of the premises.

E.g., not promoting activities that
might encourage harassment by
patrons of staff or other patrons.
