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Big Day Out for all �

The Big Day Out on Sunday 21 January was a busy 
but satisfying day with no major incidents. 
 
A summary of Liquor Infringement Notices issued on 
the day included:  

·  40 minors were fined for possessing or 
consuming liquor on licensed premises 

·  14 fines for supplying liquor to a minor on 
licensed premises 

·  two miscellaneous offences 

Considering the number of people attending the 
event was estimated to be about 50 000, the number 
of fines was very low and the Licensee should be 
commended for conducting a very well organised 
event. 

Provision of drinking water 

The current hot weather conditions make the 
provision of drinking water even more important for 
licensees.  
 
It has been just over a year since all licensed 
premises in Queensland were required by law to 
provide drinking water to their patrons – either free or 
at a reasonable cost.  The amendment was 
introduced as a method of minimising harm and 
intoxication levels.  
 
Licensees can decide whether to provide drinking 
water free of charge on request or for sale in bottled 
form as a precaution against drink spiking. 
 
Licensees breaching these conditions face 
disciplinary action that may result in hefty fines or the 
loss of licence.  
 
If a licensee is identified as charging an 
unreasonable amount for drinking water they risk a 
maximum penalty of $7,500 for individuals or $37,500 
for corporations.

Flying Squad in action! 

In 2006, the Liquor Licensing Flying Squad 
conducted 998 operations throughout Queensland 
issuing 1506 warnings and infringement notices in 
conjunction with regional police and liquor 
compliance officers. 
 
The majority of warnings and infringement notices 
were issued in relation to breaches of licensing 
conditions – particularly for breach of noise 
conditions and advertising legislation.  
 
In 2007, the Squad will continue to focus on 
compliance with safe practice conditions, particularly 
in and near entertainment precincts and responsible 
service of alcohol, paying particular attention to 
licensed premises that hold drinking competitions and  
other promotions or activities that lead to or 
encourage binge drinking. 

The Liquor Compliance Flying Squad was 
established on 1 August 2005 as a direct result of the 
Beattie Government’s commitment to preventing 
alcohol-related incidents and anti-social behaviour on 
and near licensed premises in Queensland.

ANZAC Day trading hours 

In accordance with the 2006 amendment to the 
Liquor Act 1992, RSL clubs and all licensed premises 
catering for RSL services or functions on Anzac Day 
are entitled to commence trading from 5am on Anzac 
Day. 
 
The Liquor Act 1992 was amended to allow trading 
from 5 am on Anzac Day so the dawn service is 
adequately recognised and supported by 
Queensland’s Liquor Licensing laws.  
 
The amendment allows all licensed RSL and 
Services clubs to trade from 5 am on Anzac Day as 
part of their ordinary trading hours.  They do not need 
to apply for a permit to do this.  
 
A licensee may apply for an extended hours permit to 
trade from 5 am to 1 pm on Anzac Day if the licensee 
has entered into an agreement with an RSL or 
Services club to sell liquor under the permit at an 
Anzac day event for the club.  The RSL club may be 
licensed or unlicensed, but if it is having the event at 
another licensed premises then there needs to be an 
agreement between the club and the licensee holding 
the event. 
 
All other licensees must not trade before 1 pm on 
Anzac Day, unless supplying liquor in conjunction 
with a meal in an area normally set aside for dining.  
In this circumstance liquor can be supplied from  
10 am or other such time approved by the Chief 
Executive.

·  the need for patron responsibility.
